The
agenda was adopted with no additions.

Minutes for the july 9,2013, and July 70,2OI3, board meetings were approved.

Written reports were submitted by the BOD and committee chairs, and each gave an oral synopsis of their activities

Governor Andrea reported we have 18 chapters with 424 members; lnternational membership totals 4850. Former Governor
Marjy Leggett represented Andrea at the recent lnternational BOD (IBOD) meeting in OKC. They favored the geographical
assignment of the directors for our section. The lnternational Bylaw Committee approved the proposal from Greater Seattle
and Mid-Columbia chapters for changing the category of associate member to Future Women Pilot (FWP).

ViceGovernorMonicaarrangedlogisticsforthetouroftheLancairfactoryyesterday,andourmeetingtoday. Shehasbeenthe
BOD liaison for the Finance and Fall 2014 Business Meeting Committees, as well as chairing telecons of the Communications
Committee.

Secretary Patty had disseminated minutes for the July meeting of the new board, as well as the four teleconferences held since.
She is researching means to preserve records for our archives.

TreasurerSherryreportedmemberduesarethemainincomeforthesection. Duetolowerreturnsthispastyear,reallocation
of our investment funds will be reviewed. She continues to work with chapters on e-filings and to correlate all chapters'fiscal
year with lnternational. She requested an annual report from chapters on income, expenses and balances, and asked directors
and chapter chairs to assis! these reports are essentialfor maintaining 50l(c)(3) status. A revised financial report will be
forthcoming.

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Marjy Leggett represented lnternational and reported on the 2014 New Orleans lnternational 99s conference, and 2015's in

Munich. The first Webinar is available on lnternational's website; the next is scheduled for May 19. The membership directory
isavailableonline,andalsobymail orpickupatHQinOKC. Shebriefedusontherecentleasenegotiationsfortherental part

of the HQ building. The new Scholarship Registry started by lnternational has been well received. The 99s is a finalist for a

Lightspeed grant, which has been used in prior years for the scholarship and endowment funds, and promotion of women in

aviation and our organization, and communications. AOPA flyins will be regional; Spokane Felts Field is the Northwest's site on

August 15; lntermountain and Mid-Columbia chapters are looking for additional volunteers. lnternational accepted the bylaw

change proposed by Greater Seattle and Mid-Columbia chapters to change the category of student pilot membership from
Associate member back to Future Women PiloU details can be obtained from Marjy and Andrea. A proposalto investigate

insurance coverage through the 99s for aviation, auto, home and long term care was approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

The AeroEd report was given by Theresa White. The chair has developed a sign-in sheet to use for monthly chapter meetings,

which details activities, volunteer hours and expenses; these can be kept by each chaptertreasurer, who will forward them to
theSectiontreasurerforreportingatthesprinBandfall businessmeetings. Theformwill besenttoall BODandchapterchairs.
An AeroEd webpage is being developed for the NW Section website; it will have resources for educational activities, customized

by age group, including a postcard template for promoting seminars.

Airmarking has developed an informational page and letter of introduction to be sent to all chapters. The airmarking activities

form was updated.

Awards discussion centered on relevance of the Spinning Prop and Scrapbook awards. Members are not applying for the first

award;consensusisthechairhaslatitudetorecognizethosewhohaveflownthemosthours. Themeritsoftangibleand
electronic means to preserve our history (one part of our 99s mission) were discussed, with possibilities of printed materials

residing in local/regionalaviation historical entities or colleges with aviation curricula. Barbara Mayfield and Anne Easterly

worked with Eastern Washington University to preserve Eastern Washington and ldaho chapter records.

Communications is working to improve methods to reach members, via the webpage and email. Site visits to the webpage are

low except prior to meetings, which reflect the need for reinvention. They are looking at means for members to post

information on the website or through other electronic means (e.g. blog, Facebook, Twitter), including member profiles, photos

and oral histories; and to retrieve information, such as the seminar template. A more user-friendly version of lnternational's

downloadof email addressesisdesirable. Thefirstpriorityistodevelopanequivalenttoanewsletter,andsecondisto
increase the desire and commitment of members and chapters to contribute. An editor/coordinator is needed to coordinate

and post information on a regular schedule.

Each Director briefed on activities: Annette plans to fly to all chapters, and stated the pairing of chapters to directors is a great

thing; Bev commended Oregon Pines for its outreach to young people, partnering with EAA Young Eagles; and Judy is involved

in feedback from chapter chairs.

Last year our section led fundraising for donations to the National lntercollegiate Flying Association (NIFA) to cover

lnternational' s sponsor fees and S15OO for 99s Women's Achievement Awards to the top three scholars. Donations in the

amount of S29 and over are solicited. 99s chapters in Ohio will staff a booth at NIFA's national competition in May to reach

out to female participants.

MeetinB reconvened after a working lunch with directors and their associated geographical area attendees.

Scholarship committee presented criteria for the newly-created NW section scholarship, recommending those who had applied

for but not awarded an Amelia Earhart scholarship be eligible. A second, smaller scholarship for members to maintain currency

and skill development was also proposed. Both concepts were well received. Four applicants and two alternates for the Amelia

Earhart Memorial Scholarship have been forwarded, as well as one applicant for the Vicki Cruse Memorial Emergency

Maneuver Training Scholarship.

The directors and Vice Governor Monica briefed on their working lunch meetings with members concerning Section

Communications and Electronic Distribution. Participants were tasked to discuss items presented by the Communications

Committee. Since our section covers a large geographic area, communications are important. ldeas presented include: two

members per chapter send blanket emails to share region-specific information such as flying activities and seminars, and to

obtain information on members' activities; directors post quarterly synopses of chapter activities on the section webpage, with

links to chapter websites; directors need to follow up unanswered emails with a phone call; replacement for the Fancy Props

newsletter be a template on the web that contributors use, with links to obtain more information; each chapter contributes a

chapter highlights or member profile on a rotating schedule; Governor submits bullet items for posting on the section webpage;
web editor gathers information, does not write, and is different than the webmaster; calendar postings include links to the
activity's host; availability of a private area for members; and, the website needs to be easy to manage, easy to view, and easy
to find information. Sharing the burden in providing material and sharing duties reduce the time commitment required by any
one person.

Finance reported that it is up to the section hosting an international conference to determine the amount delegated to the
hosting chapter. Monica Weyhe moved that S1500 of the 57700 proceeds from the Bozeman 2013 NW Section and
lnternational conferences be donated to the new NW Scholarship Fund in honor of and in the name of the Montana Chapter, in

appreciation of their heroic efforts to produce such a huge successful event; and that the Montana Chapter be consulted to
determine the type of scholarship to be awarded. The motion passed unanimously. lnput from committee chairs is needed for
establishing next fiscal year's budget, and to define policies and procedures for the Special Projects and NW Section Scholarship
funds. Specifically,assistanceisneededtosetpoliciesfortheSpecial Projectsfund. KimRayburnwasappointedtothefinance
committee.

OtD BUSINESS

four members are now at-large members of the Section.

lnformation on free archive and preservation training by the Oregon State Historical Society for 501(c)(3) organizations was
presented; every state should have such resources available for chapters to preserve their records. Assistance from long-time
members will be needed to help the Historian sort through the Section's records. lt was suggested that a computer, scanner,
portable backup drive and software be funded by the Section.

A workgroup composed of Andrea, Marjy and Patty will work on updating the SOPs (Standard Operating Procedures) and
Bylaws.

99s' attendance and support is needed for AOPA's Flyin at Spokane Felts Field on August 16. AOPA is providing us with a booth
anddisplaybanners.

The Scholarship Committee will present their plans
at the Fairbanks meeting. lncluded will be the one-time special Mountain/Back Country Flying
Scholarship named in the Montana Chapter's honor for the amazing job they performed in
putting on the Northwest Section and lnternational meetings last year.

Our spring board meeting in Bend, OR, was very successful. We had 21 members attend. We
were treated to a tour of the Lancair Factory at Redmond and found it fascinating! The whole
plane is made out of carbon fiber infused with resin, and is very strong with no wood or metal in
the fuselage at all!

Communications Committee Annual Report, 2013-2014

Committee members Beth Chapple, Mary Cooke, Trish Hanna and Monica Weyhe have been
communicating through email and phone, and have held six teleconference meetings since the
Northwest Section meeting in Bozeman.

Discussions have included: how to accomplish our purpose of improved communications to
members, the state of our various communication tools, 2013 survey results, short and long
term goals, and budget. We also discussed which aspects of our website to update first to
create interest and participation. Areas for enhancement include more user-friendly email
groups or address book; smart phone and mobile apps; newsletters created on or from the
website; ability for members to easily post photos and blog; resource pages (library and archive)
for our history, documents, photos, etc.

We held a working lunch session on at our spring board meeting on March 29th during which 30-
40 attendees discussed ideas about section communications and distribution to our members.
The consensus was that our short-term goalbe a regular electronic newsletter to get the news
out and get people back in the loop since Fancy Props ceased publication. lt would have
regular features and news and information, member/chapter profiles, upcoming events, photos,

chapter news and links. lt would be distributed via email on a regular basis
(bimonthly/quarterly) with a PDF version for chapters to print for those who cannot do email. To
that end, we also drafted a job description for a Newsletter Editor, separate from the
Webmaster.

Our tong-term goalis to turn the website into a blog-based one to accomplish goals listed
above. We have reviewed website examples, website builders and drafted specifications or
requirements for an updated website.

A serious concern is the need for commitment by Northwest Section members and chapters to
contribute content for the above newsletter/blog, our current website, calendar of events,
Facebook page, etc. The three section directors liaise with chapters in their region and could
compile and share the news or remind members to contribute.

Mary Cooke continued to update officers' names, chapter info, awards, and other information on

the website and kept the home page updated with events and news. She is also adding a page
for Aviation Education that will include resources from that committee for the benefit of all

chbpters. See their report and her Webmaster report for more information. The site visits are
low, reflecting the need for reinvention.

The Committee members were appointed in Bozeman in July 2013. Tricia resigned during the
year, creating an opening. Kim Rayburn volunteered and was appointed by Governor Andrea
Chay at the 2014 Spring Board meeting.

lnvestment Account
As established at the last annual meeting, the lnvestment Account is controlled by the Board
and managed by the Finance Committee. As voted by the membership at the last annual
meeting, $5,000 was withdrawn from the lnvestment Account in August 2013, and a donation
was made to the Ninety-Nines Endowment Fund. Three funds were established with the
remaining investment: Reserve Fund, Northwest Section Scholarship, and Special Projects.
The value split between the three funds as of 5/31/14 was $15,731 .00, with Reserve assigned
50% and the other two funds with 25% each.

The Committee decided in May 2014 not to reallocate the funds into three separate accounts
until the policies and procedures for the funds were established. The policies and procedures
are currently under development. The Committee plans to reallocate the investments following
completion of the policies and procedures. Defining how the funds will be used will help us
determine the best investment type.

Special Projects Request
The Committee met in October 20'13 to consider a request to fund an Aerospace Education
event with the Special Projects funds. The Committee determined that it was premature to
award funds prior to establishing the policies and procedures for the fund. The Committee
recommended to the Board that since the event was primarily sponsored by two chapters, any
funding the section provide should come from the current budget items or from additional year-
end money that could be budgeted by the Board.
